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Children’ s Summer Program

Summer is a
very special time

for children but it can
be a lonely and
isolating one for
children with special
needs.  School
provides a structure
and opportunity for
social interaction that
isn’t as available
during the summer
months.  It can be a
very stressful time for families who work out of
the home and have other children as well as
many responsibilities and additional costs.
The recreation centre summer camp programs
are not equipped to provide additional support
for children with special needs so they can
attend a summer camp like their peers.

Since 1978 the North Shore Disability
Resource Centre (NSDRC) has been providing
a program for children who require extra
support during this important time.  From 1978
until 1990 the recreation program was
segregated and operated from a school
classroom on the North Shore.  The summer of
1990 saw the format change and children were
registered in a recreation facility in their
neighbourhood.  In 1990, seventeen children
participated in the different programs and
during 1991 twenty-nine children participated
and by 1992 there were over thirty.

At this time the agency began to broaden
its funding base and they also secured the first

summer students through
“Challenge 92” a federal
government grant
providing work
experience for students.
It was the beginning of a
community-based
program and meant that
children with special
needs could register in a
program of their choice in
their community and
attend an integrated
program with their peers.

The program continued to be tailored to
best meet the needs of families and by 1995
families had the option of applying for direct
funding so they could hire their own support
worker.   The number of summer students hired
had grown to six and the funding support
included grants from the Ministry of Social
Services, the CKNW Orphans’ Fund, the North
Shore municipalities, and others.  The program
was also able to assist 15 families with the cost
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of program fees for day and overnight camps.  A
successful Teen Program, which was a
collaborative effort with the West Vancouver
Recreation Centre also ran for a number of
years.

Today, close to 150 families apply to our
Summer Program.  Families have a choice of
applying for three ways of accessing one-to-one
support for their child.   They can still ask to have
a summer student work with their child, they can
request that we hire a worker of their choice or
they can apply for direct funding to hire their own
support worker.  For the last two years we have
received a significant grant from the CKNW
Orphans’ Fund to help families with the cost of
program fees.  Funding support continues from
the Ministry of Children and Family
Development, the North Shore municipalities,
and the Vancouver Sun Children’s Fund.
Ongoing grants from Human Resources
Development Canada have meant we can
continue to hire summer students.
Managing and working in this program is a
delight, as families are so appreciative of the
support we are able to offer.  The direct funding
option has grown as more and more families
recognize the benefits of the flexibility it
provides.   Many still appreciate the opportunity
to have a student work with their child or being
able to refer a person of their choice who we
hire on their behalf.  Each year the evaluations
are very positive and the letters of appreciation
flow in.  Funding support from the community
continues and the number of families that apply
to the program grows each year.  It is a special
program that seems to work for everyone.

4, for the last 8 years, our autistic son has been
involved with the NSDRC’s Children’s Summer
Program.  Wade has thoroughly enjoyed,
benefited and been successful joining his peers
in community park programs, community
structured programs, “on the road” recreation
centre programs, soccer schools – just to name
a few.

The NSDRC Summer Program has
allowed our family the flexibility to incorporate
our team members when we deemed them
necessary to be successful and has been able
to match our son with a recreation assistant to
further stretch his abilities for change and
coping skills.  The recreation assistants have
always proven to be very outgoing, motivated,
and have taken a personal interest in our son to
ensure that his camp experiences are positive.
They picked up on sign language, made pic

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symbol books, took photographs of the days
events, made story books, and kept a log and
calendar with Wade to support the photos.  To
prepare Wade, they liased with camp
counselors daily, encouraged friendships with
his peers at the camp, and implemented the
“hands on work” to ensure that Wade is an active
participant.

In completing the forms necessary to put a
“recreation assistant” in place my
requests have always been considered and
normally met.  The efficient staff for this program
have always kept in contact and ensured actual
time allowance for the assistant to familiarize
themselves with Wade and ensure that the
family’s “wants & wishes” are adhered to in a
community setting.

Obviously we cannot say enough about this
support for our family, especially for Wade.
When life is not always wonderful it’s wonderful
to know that there are programs this successful
in our community.  It is said that “Emotional
Memory” is the most powerful memory - no
wonder we have such a happy kid.  Thank you,
again!”

“As a physical education student at the
University of Victoria, and Summer Recreation
Assistant at the NSDRC, I can attest first-hand to
the benefits of recreation for all children. I have
spent the past few summers as a recreation
assistant at the NSDRC and through it have had
many excellent experiences.

My role has been to ensure that the
children I support have as enjoyable a time as
possible in their respective camps. I am not
there to teach any of life’s profound lessons, but
hopefully by just having me there, in a supportive
role the children learn to become increasingly
self-reliant. Some of the benefits of recreation

include improved self-confidence and self-
image, and prevention of many diseases such
as osteoporosis and adult-onset diabetes.
These benefits are even more abundant and
magnified for children and youth with
developmental and physical disabilities. I am
passionate about the work I do because I know
it will improve both the quality of life for those I
work with, and lengthen it.

The opportunity afforded to me to work at
the NSDRC has taught me many important skills
I know I will be able to transfer into my soon-to-
be occupation of educator.  Among the greatest
of these has been a sense of professionalism
which has come from taking pride in the work I
do. To take such pride is easy when you can see
the immediate results on the smiling faces of the
children and families you impact. My most
important daily focus is seeing that my kids are
having fun and enjoying themselves by
participating as much as possible. I find myself
having just as much fun as they do making the
summers go by quickly.

The unique experiences I have had as a
seasonal employee are by no means exclusively
my own. Excellent opportunities have been
provided for other students in the same or
similar capacity to broaden their personal and
professional capacities.  As such, I have found
the quality of care provided by the NSDRC
exemplary as it continues to improve the
lives of both its employees and clients.”

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With over 60 people in attendance on
May 2, 2003, Jim Burrows celebrated 20

years at one of the 11 residences (group
homes) operated by the NSDRC.  John
Neumann proudly reminisced about the
memories captured in Jim’s life for the last 20
years in his speech below.

“Welcome everyone, my name is John
Neumann and I am the Executive Director of
Information and Advocacy Services at the North
Shore Disability Resource Centre. Jim asked
me to speak tonight about the history of Hendry
House, or as it is now referred to as “the Ranch”.

When I became employed with the
NSDRC in 1981 Jeff Ehlert, the Executive
Director at the time gave myself and a woman
by the name of Gloria a mandate to perform a
feasibility study on the North Shore to find out if
people with disabilities needed accessible
affordable housing and required minimal
supports to live independently.  This feasibility
study showed that there was a need and so we
went to work to find out how to go about
accessing funds to a) either renovate or
purpose build a house and b) to pay for the care
supports required by the future residents

We accessed funds from the B.C. Housing
Management Commission and the Ministry of
Health for the care supports.  Gloria was given
Jim’s name as a possible person who was
wishing to move out into the community  Jim
was living with his mother on W. 19th St. at the
time.  He was 34 years old but until this time in
1983 there was nowhere else for him to live
except for an institutionalized setting.  At this
time Jim had been working at a sheltered
workshop operated by the North Shore
Association for the Mentally Handicapped   Jim
moved into Hendry house exactly 20 years ago
today.  A moment in the NSDRC’s history that is
both memorable and monumental.  We are
honored to celebrate this moment with Jim.
Congratulations Jim.  The home was so
successful and the need was so great that by

1990 we had 9 more homes.
Now a little bit about the man, Jim

Burrows.  Jim is a very active community
member and we thank him for his many
contributions.  He has gained many friends
which is reflected by the number of people that
have joined him today in the celebration.  Even if
there is a Canucks playoff hockey game on TV!
Jim is very active in his church, the Lions Club,
is an usher at Presentation House, and every
year he can be seen in a Santa Claus outfit
ringing bells in malls, stores etc. for the
Salvation Army.  Jim has also been a Board
member at the NSDRC.  He received the
esteemed award “the Jeff Ehlert Memorial
Volunteer Recognition Award” in 1999. This
award goes to the person our agency feels best
exemplifies the values and work that our first
Executive Director, Jeff Ehlert did for our
community. The award depicts and reflects the
valued contributions made in the community and
like Jeff, Jim epitomizes the qualities inherent in
volunteerism.

Jim is sincere, committed, has great
values and is about the most honest person I

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know.  He’s also a gentle, kind man and we
were pleased to see him receive this great
award.

When Jim and I met to find out what he
wanted me to say,  I asked him how living in the
group home has changed his life.  After
pondering a moment his answer was as follows:
“I have grown as a man and a person.  I believe I
have done some good things in our community.
I have met many people, some who I can call a
friend.  And I thank you, Gloria, and Jeff for
starting the home”

Jim and I counted that he has had nine
roommates.  Of course these are not people he
would not have chosen to live with but that is the
nature of the beast when you are living in a
group home.  He also has had over 30 care
workers in the home.  It is not easy living with
people you have not chosen to live with and
care workers that come into the home to care
for the needs of the other residents.  However,
some of these people he calls his friends today.
I don’t have to mention any names but Jim has
had his problems with a couple of roommates in
the past but they have left and Jim is still here.  A
tribute to his stick-to-itiveness.

Resource Centre I would like to thank Jim for his
many contributions to our agency.  For those of
you who have a glass in your hand I would like to
propose a toast “to Jim, a man who has given
much of himself to the betterment of our
community, continue to do the work that you are
doing and we hope that you remain in good
health in your next 20 years at the Ranch.  Thank
you.”
