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On July 1, 2002, the Board of Directors
of the North Shore Disability Resource

Centre Association appointed Elizabeth Barnett
and John Neumann as Executive Directors. The
shared leadership model was
developed to address
the instability of the
social services sector
with stable and
knowledgeable directors.
The model also provides
a smooth transition
between Cathy Crouse,
who served for 9 years,
and new leadership.  This
decision reflects the strong commitment to the
people and families served by the NSDRC and
demonstrates the Board’s commitment to
secure and safe community building principles.

 Elizabeth Barnett is the Executive
Director - Contracted Services.  Liz’s
responsibilities include overseeing the
administration of the $6 million annual operating
budget.  This budget includes contracted
services to infants, children, youth , adults and
families.  With the devolution of current
government models of support, Liz sees the
development of non-traditional, responsive,
cost-effective services as an important direction
for the NSDRC.

John Neumann is the Executive Director
– Information and Advocacy Services.  John’s
focus is on the expansion of  information and
referral services, advocacy, public education,
and awareness of disability issues.  John also

oversees the NSDRC marketing and fundraising
programs.  Due to the withdrawal of or limited
access to current government supports, John
sees the NSDRC’s role as an advocate
increasing and of critical importance.

Both Liz and John have extensive
experience with all
aspects of the NSDRC
and are well placed to
undertake a seamless
transition in
management.  Liz started
as a volunteer with the
organization in 1978 and
has worked her way through
several positions to become

NSDRC’s labour management expert.  John has
been involved for 20 years in the development
and operation of numerous group homes on the

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Have you ever dreamed of going
camping but always thought to yourself that

it would be impossible because you need an
accessible washroom or shower?  Well, now
you can, according to Lori Kemp, who just came
back from her first experience of camping at
Jingle Pot Campground/RV in Nanaimo, BC.
Lori, who is in a  wheelchair and requires
assistance, wanted to prove to her grandmother
that it is possible to go camping even when you
are in a wheelchair - and as her story tells you,
she can and she’s already planning her next trip.

First Person with a Disability to Camp at
Jingle Pot in T wo Years

You can go camping
at a campground, even if
you have special needs.
There is a fully wheelchair
accessible campground
called Jingle Pot
Campsite/RV in Nanaimo,

BC, where I spent 12 days in nature with no
problem at all.

I found Jingle Pot Campsite/RV on the
Internet. When I got there I could not believe it!
There was a completely accessible washroom
and shower, which I had all to myself and the
walkways were paved from my campsite right to
the washroom. The showers cost $1 for six
minutes, but you could add money if you needed
more time and the temperature would stay the
same.  There was a laundry facility with two
washers and dryers, but you need to bring your
own soap.  There’s also a place to charge your
wheelchair, if needed.

We did the whole camping experience
and cooked our food over a campfire.  My
campsite was under a heavy tree cover, so when
it rained I hardly got wet.  My friends slept in a
tent and I slept in a van that I borrowed.

 It cost $15 per day plus tax to camp at
Jingle Pot Campsite/RV.  The most expensive

part of the trip was the ferry costs, but even that
was $103 round trip. It is cheaper if you travel
midweek and the fare for a person with a
disability is only $4.50. When boarding on the
ferry you are given a decal to put on the
dashboard to indicate that you need to be
parked close to the elevators.

It was a shock being told that I was the
first disabled person to camp at Jingle Pot in
two years. The trip was amazing!  I’ve already
started planning for my next trip.

Golden Ears Provincial Park
Golden Ears Provincial Park lies in the Coast
Mountains 11 km north of Maple Ridge on the
north side of the Fraser River. Access to the
park is by vehicle via Highway 7 through the
Municipality of Maple Ridge.  Some facilities in
Golden Ears Provincial Park are wheelchair
accessible. Four campsites at the Gold Creek
campground are paved. The Spirea Universal
Access Trail is wheelchair accessible.
Wheelchair access is also available to the
beach from the south parking lot.
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Forest Service Disabled Camping
Discount Program

Effective May 22, 2002 the eligibility criteria for the disabled camping discount have
changed to correspond with the BC Benefits Program, Disability Benefits Level Two,

administered by the Ministry of Human Resources, and the At Home Program, administered by
the Ministry of Children and Family Development. These eligibility criteria are the same as those
required by BC Parks.

To qualify for the disability discount at an enhanced campground, you must show one piece
of identification (e.g. driver’s licence) and one of the following to the campground operator:
· a Release of Information form issued by the Ministry of Human Resources. Persons

currently in receipt of Disability Benefits Level Two allowances from the Ministry of Human
Resources may obtain this Release of Information form (visit http:/wlapwww.gov.bc.ca/
bcparks/fees/release.htm to view a sample page) by contacting their local Employment
and Assistance Centre. OR

· a letter of eligibility issued by the Ministry of Children and Family Development stating that
your child is eligible for the At Home Program.

Dedication Ceremony in
Memory of Jeff Ehlert

Jim Burrows, a resident of The Ranch,
hosted a dedication ceremony in memory of

Jeff Ehlert, first Executive Director of the North
Shore Disability Resource Centre (formally the
North Shore Association for the Physically
Handicapped).  Jim planted a small maple tree
in the back yard of The Ranch, which was the
first of five NSDRC unlicensed group homes for
people with disabilities who are able to self-
direct their own care.  Jim, who has lived at The
Ranch since it opened in 1983, is thankful for
Jeff’s vision of having people with physical
disabilities live independently in their own
community with supports.  On the fence beside
the maple tree, Jeff Elhert’s name is inscribed
on a plaque, along with Gloria Brando, and John
Neumann, who were instrumental in developing
the first adult group home on the North Shore.

continued operation of the Equipment T echnician Services Program

Effective July 1, 2002 the Equipment Technician Services Program relocated to 1547
Welch Street in North Vancouver, BC.  Thanks to the Variety Club of British Columbia, the new

site has been renovated to make it safe and accessible to individuals for whom the technicians build
and adapt equipment and furnishings.  The technicians are still in the process of making the space
their own, although much of the unpacking and arranging is complete.

As noted in the Spring, 2002 issue of IMPACT, following the Core Services Review, the
Ministry of Children and Family Development decided, without notice, to withdraw the funds that
helped subsidize the program over the past 23 years.  In addition, the program was given notice to
move from their originating location at 380 West Kings Road which cost the NSDRC next to nothing.
The increase in rent has impacted the program by almost 670%.  However, even with these drastic
funding issues, the NSDRC, with the help of our funders, has been able to ensure that this essential
program remains available and affordable to individuals with disabilities.  Thanks to the generous
support given by CKNW Orphans’ Fund, Variety Club of British Columbia, and CIBC Wood Gundy,
the program can continue to operate for another year.

The grand opening to celebrate the new location and to thank the funders will take place on
September 26, 2002 from 2:00 - 4:00 p.m.  For more information on the Equipment Technician
